Into the New Year

Lebanon Road one-way imposition -
Changes to Canning Road from
10 January

Signs have gone up to say that from

10 January, Addiscombe Court and
Canning Roads will, as well as

Lebanon Road, be no entry from
Addiscombe Road. The Council made this
decision on safety grounds to mitigate the
impact of the Lebanon Road one-way
imposition. Canning Road will have a very
short one-way system of only a few metres
so Canning Road effectively remains
two-way for people who have entered it from
the Lower Addiscombe Road. Please see
our October 2017 newsletter for the
background to this Council decision.

Update on Cherry Orchard Road

The 54 storey tower will not go ahead as the
developer (Menta) could not get funding.
Instead Menta is combining again with
another developer, Woodrow. They have
submitted a planning application for mixed
use, two 25 storey towers on

Cherry Orchard Road and a lower scheme
on the corner of Oval Road. They say there
will be approximately 440 dwellings. It does
not currently look as though the developer is
offering more than a very small amount of
affordable housing. We along with ECCO
(East Croydon Communities Organisation)
and TACRA (Tunstall & Addiscombe Court)
are monitoring the affordable housing
element and other aspects of the proposals.
Completing the railway bridge forms part of
the proposals.
